Issued initially by merchant Guilds
and later by States, the coins represented a trade currency belonging to a period of intensive
trade activity and urban development.
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Significance of Warli Art. It is stated the Warli women used to paint their walls during the
marriage to reflect on happiness and celebrations. Warli wall paintings are considered

to be auspicious.
